Finally, and most importantly, I 
want to thank our membership, 
the lifeblood of this organiza-
tion, for their passionate com-
mitment to our mission of find-
ing a cure for cancer.  It is 
through their efforts, whether it 
be serving on the Board or a 
committee, participating in our 
events, volunteering or com-
municating our mission to the 
social and business community, 
that Cancer League has become 
a significant force in the fight 
against cancer. 
 
We have begun our new year 
with some very high expecta-
tions, including our goal to 
raise $1,000,000 for cancer-
related research and services.  
We’re off to a great start, having 
recently completed a record-
breaking Over the Edge event 
earlier this month, and we have 
our Race for Research coming 
up on August 21st at Washing-
ton Park, with our annual golf 
tournament to follow on Sep-
tember 26th at Glenmoor Coun-
try Club (details of these events 
are outlined later in this News-
letter).  Nevertheless, our new 
Board of Directors has some 
very real challenges ahead of 
them to reach our goal.  Howev-
er, with our streamlined organi-
zation structure and continued 
improvement in our communi-
cations and processes, and

This has been an exciting few 
months for Cancer League of  
Colorado.  Highlighted by our 
highly successful 2011 Hope Ball 
in May, the last of our four major 
fundraisers, we completed one of 
the most profitable years in our 
history.  In fact, we exceeded our 
fundraising goal for the year of 
$650,000, which enabled us to 
fund $94,500 in service grants 
and approximately $600,000 in 
grants for cancer research.  
  
Notwithstanding these out-
standing financial results, per-
haps our most exciting accom-
plishment for the year was our 
reaching agreements with the 
University of Colorado Cancer 
Center and the University of 
Colorado Foundation to estab-
lish a Cancer League of Colora-
do Endowed Chair.  Consistent 
with our previous communica-
tions, these agreements provide 
for the funding of this Chair over 

a period of years without reduc-
ing, in any way, our ability to 
fund our desired research pro-
jects.  While this Chair will for-
ever elevate Cancer League’s 
reputation as a force in the fight 
against cancer in Colorado, it 
provides a critical tool to the 
Cancer Center for attracting 
some of the world’s finest cancer
-related physicians and re-
searchers to Colorado.  
 
With our 2010-2011 year 
coming to a close, there are so 
many people who deserve our 
sincere thanks for their con-
tributions to our successes.  I 
would like to start by thanking 
our leadership, beginning with 
our outstanding Board of Direc-
tors.  Their passion, commit-
ment and cooperative spirit 
through which they have carried 
out their responsibilities ena-
bled us to accomplish some 
amazing things as an organiza-
tion this year.  Thanks also goes 
to the members of our Corporate 
Advisory Board, our Honorary 
Trustees and our Scientific Advi-
sory Board for their support and 
guidance in their respective are-
as of expertise and experience.  
And, we extend our heartfelt ap-
preciation to the sponsors of our 
events and to the individuals 
and organizations who have 
supported Cancer League with 
their financial resources 
throughout the year.
