We were in Argentina in March of 
2004 when we found the lump.  It 
was, however, of only mild con-
cern at the time.  Colleen had al-
ways been healthy, ate right and 
exercised, and there was no his-
tory of cancer in her family.  So we 
thought the lump was merely a 
cyst that could be removed when 
we got back to Denver.  We were 
wrong. 
 
We finished our vacation, returned 
to Denver and set a doctorôs ap-
pointment.  Colleen underwent 
mammogram, ultrasound and bi-
opsy tests on Thursday, April 1, 
2004. The following day we were 
advised in a phone call that the 
lump was determined to contain 
malignant ductile cancer cells.  Far 
worse, though, was the finding that 
the cancer cells had also metasta-
sized into multiple lymph nodes.  
In that short call on a Friday after-
noon, our world was funneled into 
a very small aperture when we 
were told that Colleen had a se-
vere, aggressive Stage IV cancer.
